Spurgeon holds a Master of Public 
Administration degree from Rutgers University and Bachelor’s degree in Business Administration from Edison State 
College. He has received numerous awards and recognitions during his career, including the Don Rider Award for 
Oklahoma Outstanding Municipal Official of the Year, 2005.

Prior to working in municipal government, Spurgeon served in the U.S. Army and the New Jersey Army National 
Guard Reserves as an Infantry Officer. While in the Reserves, he earned the rank of U.S. Army Commissioned Officer. 

Spurgeon grew up in Tulsa, where his father was a Captain of the Tulsa Fire Department, and his mother worked for 
the Tulsa Police Department.

This causes 
residential grease blockages, which is one of the main causes of sewer overflows 
and backups. Cleaning up the environment and homes after sewer overflows and 
backups is very costly for taxpayers.

There 
will be a $2 fee for each car tire, $4 fee for each truck 
tire.

Motor oil, batteries, antifreeze, steel cans and scrap 
metal are accepted year-round at the Metropolitan 
Environmental Trust (MET) recycling facility located 
at 302 North Elm Place. The facility also accepts plastic 
bottles, glass bottles, newspaper, office paper, aluminum 
cans, cardboard and paperboard.
